National Inter-Schools Championships Northumberland County Round  For Key Stage 4
Church High School And Benfield Victorious Again!!
Following the hugely successful Key Stage 3 County Final at John Spence High School, Westgate College was the venue for the Northumberland County Round of the National Inter-Schools Badminton Championships for Key Stage 4 (Years 10 and 11).  Seventy eight players representing winning school teams from 9 School Sports Partnerships from all over the County, plus Newcastle Independent Schools, took part, in order to determine which teams would represent Northumberland in the Regional Round of these National  Championships.  It was so encouraging to see school teams travel from as far north as Morpeth and as far west as Haydon Bridge, to take part.  The whole event was played in an excellent, but very competitive spirit.
 The eight girls teams firstly played in two groups of four with Church High School and Whitley Bay High School winning the groups.  These two teams then played each other in the final, with Church High School winning easily - in fact they won all of their matches very comfortably indeed.
 The ten boys teams firstly played each other in two groups of five.  The winners of Group 1, Dame Allans, won all of their matches 5-0, with their hardest match against Blyth Community College, who finished second again as their younger boys did in the Key Stage 3 County Round.  The winners of Group 2 were Benfield, with Queen Elizabeth High School from Hexham a very good second.  The Final between Benfield and Dame Allans resulted in a 4-1 win for Benfield - but had the Dame Allans boys won the two Singles matches which went to Benfield by a single point, 15-14, Dame Allans would probably have been going forward to the Regional Final rather than Benfield.
 The victorious teams from Church High School and Benfield were presented with  shields provided by Northumberland Badminton Association by the Association's Chairman Bob Pearson.  In the Regional Round on 18 March on Teesside, the 2 girls' teams from Church High School and the 2 boys' teams from Benfield, will be competing against teams from Durham and North, East and South Yorkshire.
