


Northumberland Badminton Association (NBA): Parent’s Code of Conduct 
NBA is committed to providing the best possible sporting environment for all those involved in the sport of badminton. Parents play a pivotal role in helping to create and sustain this positive environment, hence we have put together a draft Code of Conduct which would like your feedback on. If you could read the content and give any feedback by 30th September 2011 to mikeawoodward@hotmail.co.uk that would be very helpful formulate a final version. The Code of Conduct is based on an existing template from Badminton England, a previous version used by NBA and also other sports. 
As a parent of a child involved in badminton I will:
· put the well-being of my child before the development of performance, in particular liaising with coaches to ensure training and competition is appropriate to their developmental stage (e.g. physical, emotional,  skill level, level of experience etc.) and other commitments in their life
· promote badminton  as an opportunity to:
· have fun
· keep fit
· make friends
· develop new sporting skills 
· test those skills against others
· insist my child  learns the rules and plays within them
· encourage and praise effort and good play from all participants
· encourage and praises improvement in performance
· promote respect for all others within the sport ( including players, coaches, officials and other parents) by both words and actions
· publicly accept officials’ judgements or decisions and insist my child does the same
· [bookmark: _GoBack]insist on good on-court behaviour by both my words and actions
· encourage self-reliance in my children
· treat everyone equally, not discriminating on the basis of age, gender, disability, race, ethnic origin, nationality, colour, religious belief, class or social background, sexual preference or political belief
· respect my child’s opinion when making decisions about participation in badminton
Specific examples of bad practice
This section is just to give some context to the above – if you feel this should not be included then please indicate in you feedback
· publicly challenging the decisions of officials, umpires, coaches etc.
· talking to other children in a negative manner that undermines their confidence and demeans their achievements
· applauding other children’s mistakes
· trying to umpire a match by influencing line calls and settling disputes (e.g. about the score)
· forcing a child to compete or train
